If you attend the Jazz Mass, seriously consider attending one of
the Ash Wednesday services as well. If you are a regular attender at an Ash Wednesday
service, seriously consider participating in the Jazz Mass in preparation to experience
the importance of the imposition of ashes that follows the next day. Ash Wednesday
services will be on March 5 at 12 and 6:15 pm.

First Wednesday Dinner - As we prepare to reflect on the table as the central
theme this Lent, we invite you to share a meal before the Ash Wednesday service. We
will hold our First Wednesday Supper in McWhirter Hall at 5:15 pm. Please register in
advance westendumec.org/firstwednesday.
